It’s that time again!  We’re  hosting our 8th annual 
Barktoberfest festival and Pledge Walk for Homeless Pets 
to raise much-needed funds for our adoption program. 
  
This family-friendly event will be held a little earlier than 
usual this year--Saturday, September 18--at Old Settlers 
Park in Round Rock.  The 3K walk will start the day offering 
free event t-shirts for walkers raising $25 or more in 
pledges.  There are great prizes for the  top two pledge 
raisers!  Registration for the pledge walk begins at 9:30 AM 
and the 3K walk begins at 10:00 AM.  Festivities and 
entertainment will start at 10:30 AM and will include a 
canine costume contest, music, food booths, an education 
station, a kids’ fun area, vendor booths, Greyhound Pets of 
America’s Speed Alley, a low-cost microchip clinic, and new 
this year, free dog heart health screenings.  Participants 
will find that getting their dogs’ hearts checked is a walk in 
the park as canine heart specialists on the Mobile Dog 
Heart Health Tour will be at the event with a soundproof 
medical unit to perform free dog heart examinations.  In 
addition to the free screenings, information will be 
available from certified veterinary cardiologists about 
canine heart disease, a common ailment that is almost as 
prevalent in dogs as it is in humans. 
  
Admission is free to walk participants and kids; a $5 
admission donation is suggested for other adults.  It’s a 
howling good time for dogs and humans of all ages!   For 
more information or to register for the 3K walk, go to 
www.CentralTexasSPCA.org.

ADOPTION FEES WAIVED FOR LONG-TIME PETS 
To increase the likelihood of long-term dogs and cats finding their forever family very soon, the usual 
adoption fees, which range from $29 to $150 per pet, are being waived for any dog or cat that has 
been continuously in the shelter’s adoption program since last August.  The fees will be waived 
through the end of August, 2010.  Some of the eligible pets are pictured below. 
  
Every shelter pet will be spayed or neutered, given all age-appropriate vaccinations, microchipped for 
permanent identification, and tested (heartworms for dogs and Feline Leukemia and FIV for cats).  
Additionally, each pet is sent home with a 5 lb bag of Science Diet dry food, their medical records, and 
valuable coupons.
